III. “This is My Body...”: From Seder to Eucharist Mark 14:22-25  
 What is the aim of the Passover Seder?  
  A Connection to the Event for Jewish People. 
  We were slaves in Egypt… 
 How did it point both back and forward?  
 How does this help us understand the Eucharist? 
  Re-member 
 How does the Eucharist point back and forward?  
  Our story, we were slaves to sin... 
 
IV. Who Will Be At Your Last Supper?  
 Why this meal mattered so much to Jesus:  
  He could have gone to pray or preach. 
  Rather, he spent this time with his closest friends. 
 Who would be your spiritual support when facing the end?
